A wide range of overnight rooms are available for the 
meeting at Northstar-at-Tahoe.

About the Speaker

Dr. Don Falace received his DMD degree from the University of 
Kentucky College of Dentistry in 1970, and completed a residency in 
Oral Surgery in 1975 at the University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill. 
He made a decision to return to the practice of general dentistry and 
began teaching oral diagnosis and oral medicine at the University of 
Kentucky, where he has remained for the past 34 years. He is currently 
Professor and Division Chief of Oral Diagnosis, Oral Medicine, and Oral 
Radiology. He is co-author of the widely used textbook titled Dental 
Management of the Medically Compromised Patient, now in its 7th 
edition. He is a Diplomate and past 
Examiner/Director of the American 
Board of Oral Medicine, and is a 
Diplomate of the American Board 
of Orofacial Pain. He is a Fellow of 
the Royal College of Surgeons of 
Edinburgh, and was the recipient of 
the 2008 Great Teacher Award from 
the University of Kentucky. He has 
published extensively and is a popular 
speaker on both the national and 
international levels. His research and 
practice interests include medically 
complex patients, orofacial pain, and 
obstructive sleep apnea. 
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
