INSTRUCTIONS FOR APPLYING TO THE

PHYSICAL THERAPY PROFESSIONAL PROGRAM
___________________________________________________________________________

The University of Kentucky Physical Therapist Education Program will participate in the Physical Therapist Centralized Application Service, known as PTCAS.  Applicants applying to the program for the class entering in the fall of 2012 will apply online using the PTCAS application.  Applicants can begin their PTCAS application on July 1, 2011.  The PT program application deadline is December 15, 2011. To learn more about the PTCAS application process, please visit the PTCAS web site at www.ptcas.org.  
In addition to the PTCAS application, a supplemental application must be completed on line.  The link to this application will be posted on the PT program website at www.mc.uky.edu/PT/dpt.    The supplemental application will be available on July 15, 2011.   The deadline for completion of the supplemental application is January 10, 2012.  Instructions for the supplemental application are below:  
Applications for the Hazard &/or Lexington campuses should be completed on line and submitted.  Office of Student Affairs personnel will process them according to the program location requested.  If applying to both Hazard and Lexington campuses, your application will be processed and sent to the Center for Excellence in Rural Health.  If selected for an interview, you will be interviewed only once.  This interview is usually completed at the Center for Excellence in Rural Health.  You will then be invited to attend the interview day in Lexington to meet the students and see the campus.  Final placement for students acceptable to both campuses is based on multiple factors at both sites and determined by the PT admissions committee.

In order to qualify for application to the program located in Hazard, KY, students must be from a rural area as defined by AHEC or have evidence of having lived in a rural area for a significant period of time. SUPPLEMENTAL APPLICATION (Should be accessed  from the web site and include the following)
DEADLINE:  The deadline for the supplemental application is January 10, 2012.  If your application packet is received incomplete, it will not be considered regardless of the date you submit it, so please follow the instructions below.  All supplemental applications must be received by January 10, 2012 at 11:00PM, as instructed on the last page of the PT supplemental application instructions.

Letter of Application

Hazard Campus only All applicants to the Center for Excellence in Rural Health, Hazard Campus are required to write an application essay stating your reasons for choosing to apply to the Center Campus, the characteristics that make you appropriate for this campus and your plans after graduation from the College of Health Sciences.  This essay is included in all applications for the Hazard Campus whether that application is for Hazard only or either Hazard or Lexington. (Limit:  500 words)
REFERENCES 
References are included in the PTCAS application and are not necessary for the supplemental application.  However, if you would like to include any extra letters of reference from people other than those required in the PTCAS application, you may include them when you submit your supplemental application fee.  
Confirmation of Physical Therapy  Experience

Experience confirmation is included in the PTCAS application and should be completed and submitted through PTCAS.  Complete the form and submit electronically to PTCAS.  .  

TRANSCRIPTS:
All college coursework is submitted on line through the PTCAS process.  Additionally, please upload one (1) transcript from each university/college you have attended in the supplemental application.  
REMEMBER to update your college coursework from the Fall semester beginning December 15 on the PTCAS website and send an updated transcript of Fall semester work to PTCAS.  It is expected that the transcripts you send with the supplemental application will include all Fall 2011 course work.  Wait until you can obtain an unofficial transcript of your fall course work to submit with your Supplemental application.  Then submit the entire supplemental application at one time to be received by the deadline of January 10, 2012 at 11:00 PM  
GRE SCORE:
The GRE is mandatory for application to the Physical Therapy Program. You should request your scores be sent to PTCAS and the Physical Therapy Program at the University of Kentucky.   Code #7753.  The GRE score is good for 5 years.  All scores must have been generated a maximum of 5 years prior to September 1, 2011.  

If you have never taken this exam you must do so before applying.  Your application will not be considered without completion and documentation of this exam.  It is recommended that you take the GRE a minimum of 6 weeks prior to the December 15 deadline.  Scores on tests accepted after the December 15 deadline will not be accepted during the current application process.
PREREQUISITE COMPLETION FORM 

Document the course numbers you believe fulfill the Physical Therapy Program Prerequisites including biology, physics and chemistry as well as statistics, psychology, oral communication, and medical terminology.  For any courses taken at institutions outside of Kentucky, please include a course description.
