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In the fiscal year just ended (June 30, 2009), the research/extramural funding productivity of the College faculty and 
staff reached new heights (see table below)!!  Three senior members of the College shared their own personal views 
about this record year.  
 
Dr. Rick Crosby, Chair of the Department of Health Behavior, said, òpublic health is rapidly becoming a new 
priority in the U.S. and our record funding levels are a direct reflection of the increasing federal funds available to 
support this method of reducing health care costs. This trend will clearly continue and it is our job in the UK CPH 
to quickly expand our size and efforts to meet this challenge.ó    
 
Dr. F. Douglas Scutchfield, Peter P Bosomworth Professor of Health Services Research and Policy made 
reference to UKõs commitment to become a top 20 university, òThe leadership of the College and UK,  building on 
the commitment to a top 20 university, have allowed for the assembly of an incredible group of faculty who not 
only are pursuing their research on these important topics but also bring their research experience and methodology 
skills across the campus from the medical center to the arts and sciences to catalyze the potential for successfully 
addressing these problems. This has happened in a time where the economy is in a devastating downturn and we 
are experiencing cuts in funding from ever quarter, when the economy turns around the productivity will be even 
more impressive. When the school, now college, was established I pointed out that, per capita, schools of public 
health generate more research dollars than any other college, regardless of the university.ó   
 
Dr. Richard Clayton, Professor in the Department of Health Behaviors, believes, òthese are amazing numbers 
given the general funding climate in the U.S. over the past several years. These numbers reflect an incredible 
collection of hard-working and committed public health experts dedicated to improving health and health care in 
Kentucky and the entire country. The collaborative totals reflect the foundational values of the College to serve as a 
catalyst in building bridges across colleges at the University of Kentucky. Congratulations to all ð the bar for future 
success is set high ð but I am convinced we can succeed!
