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UK GOES SMOKE-FREE ON NOVEMBER 19, 2009 
 
Message from the CPH òResident Guru on Tobaccoó Dr. Richard (Dick) Clayton 
 
November 19, 2009 is a significant day and historical milestone at the University of Kentucky. On that day UK will 
join over 300 colleges and universities in becoming tobacco free on the entire campus. This follows the decision in 
2008 to make the medical campus at UK tobacco free. The College of Public Health was involved then because of 
its affiliation with other colleges in the UK Medical Center. 
 
Now, the tobacco free campus policy is being expanded to cover the entire university, inside buildings and outside 
of buildings -- everywhere. Everyone in the public health community understands the importance of this event. 
Smoking is the largest preventable cause of ill health, disability, and death in the United States and around the 
world. Eighty to ninety percent of lung cancer is caused by cigarette use. Smoking is a major cause of other cancers 
and is strongly related to heart disease, the leading cause of premature mortality in the U.S.  
 
The reduction in smoking that has occurred since the first Surgeon Generalõs Report was issued in 1964 is one of 
the worldõs greatest public health accomplishments. We still have a long ways to go, but the amount of progress 
that has and is being made is phenomenal.    
 
So, on November 19, 2009, celebrate this major public health accomplishment. If you see someone smoking on 
campus, politely and diplomatically go up to them and say: òExcuse me, I donõt know if you know it, but smoking is
