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Approval Process
Overview

Requestor initiates the moonlighting arrangement. The requestor is
the individual who requires the assistance of a resident/fellow to
participate in a service for coverage purposes.

Confirmation as to whether resident/fellow can participate in the
arrangement without jeopardizing residency requirements.

Confirmation as to whether resident/fellow participates in an
approved ACGME program or if certificate is available through
ABMS.

Review circumstances surrounding the request to determine overall
need to the institution. Review experience and competency level of
the individual.

Confirmation of billing capabilities and limitations.

Based upon information received from above entities, requestor
makes final determination as to whether or not to proceed based
upon clinical need and billing capabilities. If decision is made to
proceed, requestor forwards credentials and request for privileges
to the Medical Staff Affairs Office. Requestor must ensure that
moonlighting contract is completed by the resident/fellow.

Based upon review of all materials, initiate standard credentialing
process, approve and establish privileges.

Monitor to ensure 80-hour rule is not violated. GME Office will
reconcile schedule with overload forms. KMSF will compare
billing dates to standard and overload schedules. Penalties will be
assessed to the requestor if violations are found.
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
