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This was a survey done to prepare for future quality improvement research. 

We conducted a faxed survey of a random sample of Kentucky PCPs to gauge their interest in tailored practice change facilitation for practice-based quality improvement (QI), in anticipation of Pay-for Performance incentives.  The survey asked the PCPs to indicate general interest as well as specific areas of interest.  Among 86 respondents, 69 indicated interest in collaborative QI work using tailored practice change facilitation.

We also asked about internet access:  91% of respondents had internet access at work; 87% of whom had broad-band.  
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
