Employers should clearly establish and communicate which local, state, and/or
federal regulations govern company vehicles and drivers.

Employees should never engage in distracted driving. Distracted driving is a
factor in 25 to 30 percent of all traffic crashes!™.

Employees should never drive under the influence of alcohol or drugs. Alcohol
is involved in 40% of all fatal motor vehicle crashes.
