Type 1

Obesity, estrogen excess
Arises from endometrial hyperplasia

— Precursor 1s complex atypical hyperplasia

Androstenedione converted to estrone (E,)
by aromatase 1n adipose

Early stage, low grade, indolent cell types

Favorable prognosis




Endometrial Cancer
Type 2

Arises from endometrial atrophy

Precursor “endometrial intra-epithelial
carcinoma’ (EIC)

— Found 1n 90% of patients with UPSC

High grade, advanced stage, aggressive cell
